M y dear brothers and sisters in Christ,   
 

The Feast of Pentecost ranks among the most        
important events in the life of the Church and in salvation 
history. On Pentecost, the Holy Spirit was poured out upon 
the Apostles, and they were inspired to leave their place of 
refuge and go into the streets to proclaim the Gospel to all. 
The outpouring of the Holy Spirit was not merely a one-time 
event, but it is something that continues in the Church today. 
Jesus said, "I will not leave you orphans", but will send another Advocate to be with you  
always. Many times, the Feast of Pentecost is referred to as the birthday of the Church.  It is 
more than the birth of an institution. Pentecost is about being drawn into the life of the 
Blessed Trinity. The Holy Spirit has been with the Church for two thousand years and       
continues to bless us with the gifts we need to remain united.  In the Sacraments of Baptism 
and Confirmation we received the power of the Holy Spirit within us. The celebration of   
Pentecost is to remind us to give permission to the Holy Spirit to work more powerfully in 
our lives and through us. The Holy Spirit did miraculous things in the lives of those early 
Christians, and that same Holy Spirit can to miraculous things in each of our lives too. Let us 
pray, "Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in them the fire of your 
love. Send forth your Spirit and they shall be created. And You shall renew the face of the earth."
