There is a reminder that the things that may make a person deaf to the     
invitation of Christ are not necessarily bad in themselves. One went to care 
for his farm and one to his business. "It is very easy for a man to be so busy with the things of 
time that he forgets the things of eternity, to be preoccupied with the things which are seen 
that he forgets the things which are unseen, to hear so insistently the claims of the world that 
he cannot hear the soft invitation of the voice of Christ." (W. Barclay)  Try relating to those 
who refused to attend the wedding banquet because they were too caught up in the worldly. 
Do we fall into that trap from time to time? "If we refuse the invitation of Christ, some day 
our greatest pain will lie, not in the things we suffer, but in the realization of the precious 
things we have missed." (W. Barclay)  Those who were invited rejected the invitation. So, the 
King through his great generosity and grace, invited all who could be found to the wedding 
banquet. However, we also see that all those who came to the wedding banquet needed to be 
dressed properly. This has nothing to do with bodily clothes per se, but it has everything to do 
with our soul being clothed properly. The invitation to the wedding banquet is open to all, 
"but the door is not open for the sinner to come and remain a sinner, but for the sinner to 
come and become a saint." (W. Barclay)  Let us clothe ourselves in virtue and holiness as we 
enjoy the wedding banquet that God has prepared for us in Heaven.
